3. Looking into the hiring of high school student help during the summer to help the maintenance worker.
4. Made board aware there is a zoning fee to split property but not to join properties. Motion made by Laakso and supported by Schuhknecht to charge the same to join properties as is charged to split property ($105) Ayes 4 Nays 0
5. Sent out letters to all open violations of the Zoning Ordinance.
6. Schuhknecht asked about the Quinell campground and Supervisor Laakso said it is no longer operating and will not operate until permits and conditions are approved by Zoning.
Wing informed the board that the election storage project is complete and the final paperwork was submitted for the grant.
