PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING OVERVIEW 
Supervisor Laakso attended the meeting and discussed the need for the planning commission to get moving on projects in front of them and he helped the commission to prioritize and schedule the current items on their list.


MRWA Membership Dues ($415)
Motion by Laakso, supported by Wing to pay the dues.  Ayes- 5  Nays-  0 Motion Carried.

T-Mobile Phone and Internet Discussion
Discussed a proposal to move our phone service to T-Mobile. No apparent savings. No action taken.

Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Schuhknecht discussed her plan to designate $400,000 for future road repairs and move it from the General Fund to higher interest bearing accounts until needed. Discussion was also held on how large a budget surplus we needed to carry in case of emergency expenses.

Discussion of the former Diorite School Property.
A discussion was held about purchasing or pursuing condemnation proceedings on the property. The first step in a condemnation is to make a good faith effort to purchase the property at market value. A motion was made by Schuhknecht and supported Laakso to send a registered letter to Mr. Slawski offering to pay for an appraisal and to tentatively purchase the property at the current market value. Matt Annala asked if we knew the current value of the former Diorite School. He was given an answer that the property is valued at $60,000 on the current Tax Role. 

BOARD COMMENTS
Clerk Wing updated the board that we have not heard back on our counteroffer for the purchase the Barnes Hecker site. 

Supervisor Laakso discussed the following
1. Informed the Board that unless there is disagreement, he has approved the use of the hall three Wednesdays a month for 1 hour a night, for a bible teaching class at no charge. No objection from the Board.
2. Informed the Board that he was going to request a sign on County Road CJ informing drivers of a handicapped child in the area.
3. Requested and was given permission to look at the cost of replacing portable toilets at the hall park and Clarksburg ball field.
4. Discussed mosquito and weed problems at the Clarksburg Ball Field and a motion was made by Hosang and Supported by Laakso to approve spraying the field for both at accost of about $1400.  Ayes- 5 Nays- O.  Motion carried.
